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The Community Preservation Act provides funding for three core community concerns:

. Acquisition and preservation of open space
. Creation and support of community housing
. Acquisition and preservation of historic buildings and landscapes

The three core concerns provide guidelines for the use of CPA funds. Projects must meet specific legal
requirement to be eligible for funding by the CPA.

Your suggestions for CPA projects are welcome. Input from tHe citizens for Georgetown will not only help to
Create new projects but also help to determine which projects are needed and wanted.

Historic Background

The Captain Samuel Brocklebank Museum, home of the Georgetown
Historical Society, was built in the 1660’s and displays Georgetown
artifacts and furnishings representing the various families that have
occupied the house for over 345 years. Early portions of the house
represent one of the oldest structures in Georgetown today, and
Historically the most important. It’s also been the Parsonage of the Old
South Church with Rev. Charles Beecher ( Brother of Harriet Beecher

‘ Stow ) occupying the house in 1858.

The house is open for tours, from July thru October in addition to
working with the local School Dept. giving private tours of the Museum

to children throughout the year.

Major Restoration and Preservation of this structure is now long
overdue, as best illustrated in the attached photographs.

The wood cedar roof shingles have deteriorated over the years, and
water damage is now staining and destroying the inside walls. The roof
replacement is now a top priority, in order to save the building. Some of
the exterior clapboards on the main house, as well as the attached ell
have rotted and need replacement in addition to sealing and painting
the building.

We have included detailed estimates ( see attached ) for the Restoration
that’s required to bring this Historic Building back to life. The total cost
for the 3 portions of the Restoration is $ 46,652. The Georgetown
Historical Society hopes you will look favorably on this proposal.

Let’s not lose this fine Historic Structure, that’s been the centerpiece of
Historic Georgetown for the past 347 years.
