Meeting Minutes

Nora Cannon is present to speak for the Historic Commission 

Also present is Joe and Bevery Knapp (from the Historic Society)

Nora explains that the Survey for the 26 Historic Houses is completed, but there are a few inaccuracies. The Historic Commission is working on this with the contracted company.

Once the inaccuracies have been corrected the compiled information will be submitted to the Massachusetts Historic Commission so that the houses will be officially recognized. At that point the company will be asked to send their final invoice to the CPC and the Historic Commission will notify the CPCV that the work has been completed to their satisfaction.

· New Business

Park and Recreation Commission report on land search.

Jim DiMento explains about the land search process that is being conducted by the Park and Rec Commission to locate “Active” Recreational Lands in town. He tells the committee that a number of registered letters were sent asking owners of parcels containing greater than 30 acres if they would be willing to sell their land. Various responses were received.

Jim has contacted the New Life Community Church which has the only access to a parcel of land, Assessors map 16- Lot 92 (approx. 29 acres) the owner of which is willing to sell. Jim shows the attendees of the meeting a plan of the land. Another lot abutting the map 16- Lot 92 parcel is potentially for sale, as well, and could be used for parking (approx 13 acres). Jim explains that the Church would potentially sell the access way to the town if the Map 16- lot 92 parcel were to be sold to the town.

General consensus of the CP  committee is that we should gather the following info : Assessors info (valuation) on parcels – to be collected by Jim

Planning Board data base - to be collected by Jack

Past Conservation Commission filings - to be collected by Carl

Deed check on map16 –92 and the other parcel that could be used for parking - to be collected by Harry

The owner of the map16 –92 will be asked to attend a future meeting once the info has been collected and discussed.

· Old Business

Land offer from Groveland LLC

Harry explains that he contacted the owner and the asking price is 80K$ for the parcel of land adjacent to Camp Denision.

The committee feels that this is high for an undevelopable parcel. (There is no legal access from a town road)

General consensus of the CP  committee is that H will contact the owner and let him know that the cost is too high, but the owner should feel free to contact the committee in the future should there be any change in price.

Union Cemetary Fence update (by Nora Cannon)

Discusses the issues of the land ownership of the area that the fence will be installed on. Historic Commission  is waiting for the State to let them know who owns the cemetary

Jack has the offical county layouts of Rt. 133 so the question may be answered soon.

Nora and Jack will be working together to try to move the project forward.
