· Website Issues:

The current hosting provider contract for www.GeorgetownCPC.com
expires at the end of June. Although the CPC, at a past meeting, voted to allow the contact to expire without any renewal, it did so on the assumption that the Town of Georgetown would have a fully functional server in operation to provide hosting of the website by the expiration date. Due to technical difficulties however, this will not be the case.  In order to provide an uninterrupted presence on the www, it will be necessary to establish a new contract. 

Changing the host provider will be fortuitous for two reasons. Firstly, the elimination of the billing issues that have previously been encountered with the existing provider (the account was established under former CPC member Patrick Howard’s personal credit card), this will allow for direct billing via the 

committee. Secondly, the integra-net host will provide more website storage space and services at a lower yearly cost to the committee.
