· Project Suggestion Reviews:
The CPC reviews four Project proposals (see below)
· American Legion Park ADA upgrades
· Craig Marchondia, Zhen Wu, and Anne Berardi, describe the upgrades and improvements they are proposing for greater ADA accessibility at the park. This is a multi-year phased approach.
· Total cost for Phase one is estimated at: $47,943
· It is mentioned that the CPC may need to add a contingency amount due to cost variations of different equipment availability. Also since the park is within 100 Ft of the pond Conservation Commission Permits may be needed further raising the potential total cost.
· Camp Denison 
· Jim Lacey and Harry Nelson describe the project. There are 2 components. Lighting of the parking area for safety purposes and lodge improvements to provide greater use potential of the historic structure.
· Total cost is $46,375 with contingency already included.
· Open Space Greening Plantings
· Selectwoman, Amy Smith is asking for total of $8500 to create a pilot program to plant native species throughout the town.
· 3 locations may be the initial areas to be planted: The municipal parking lot : East Main Street Brockbank Area ;  Municipal lot 10B-63 (near Union Cemetery)
· There is a question of which department of the town would be the recipient of the funding. (ConCom, Highway Surveyor, etc.) Amy will inform the CPC of the final choice soon.
· Affordable Housing Trust Block Grant and future funding
· Tim Ruh presents the request. He reports that with the new census the town has lost many affordable units on the State’s Subsidized Housing Inventory. As the number of units gets lower and the town adds market rate units, the town becomes closer to being below the 10% affordable housing threshold on the inventory. Dropping below 10% would make the town vulnerable to hostile 40B developments. The Trust need to have available appropriated capital to make future purchases of affordable units as they arise on the market.
· Request total is for $595K to fund ongoing existing operations and fund future purchase opportunities.
