· Project Suggestion Reviews are held for the following projects:
· Historical Commission – Union Cemetery Fence Preservation
· J. Davenport explains the project to paint the fence and has alternative methods to do the job. The estimates are around the 40K range to remove all of the sections of fence, sandblast and paint the sections off site. Sections would then be reinstalled. Another method would be to paint the fence in place for approx. 15K less. James will get back to us with more estimates of the in-situ costs and will inquire with the Town Procurement Officer for more information regarding Prevailing Wage requirements.
· Affordable Housing Trust – Block Grant 
· D. Surface explains this year’s Annual Block Grant request and several aspects of the funds’ use. Total request 92K.
· Open Space Committee – Community Gardens
· P. Burns asks to describe the project at the next meeting.
The review is added to the schedule for the next meeting.
· Open Space Committee – Open Space Plan Completion
· This project suggestion has been withdrawn for this year.
· S. Epstein objects to the review of the two following Project Suggestions on the basis that they were not shown on the Agenda posted with the Town Clerk. It was explained to S. Epstein that their inclusion was asked for at the meeting held a week ago but there wasn’t time to change the posting due to the Town Hall being closed on Friday and the subsequent Monday Holiday. It was noted that in this evening’s review the Committee will only hear information about the projects and there would be no votes taken this evening by the Committee related to the suggestions. · Camp Denison – Electrical upgrade to Lodge
· J. Lacey explains the project. The camp’s lodge and support buildings need an upgrade to the electrical system. The lodge is Historic. Total cost estimate is 12K.

· Park and Rec Commission – Greenway Devlopment
· J. DiMento – Describes a project for trail access to the Greenway Park and wetland buffer zone upgrade. Also mentions plantings that the Rain Garden area and the grassy swale might be improved with. He will bring cost estimates to the next meeting. He anticipates approx costs to be 50k range.
