· Cemetery Fence 
· Historical Commission Representative, J. Davenport Reports – Two quotes were received from the fence companies that were asked to estimate the repair of the Union Cemetery fence. Cassidy Bros. ($28,940) And Preprite Co.($38,500) gave quotes. Still awaiting the quote from Patriot Fence. 
· J. Davenport will investigate further and report back at the next meeting. 
· Universal Access Trails 
· J. Lopez presents a revised proposal from BSC – This is a study that will determine the optimum location for a new Universal Access Nature Trail. Proposing to look at four possible, yet to be determined, locations. ($30,000) 
· J. Lopez is asked about Grants? He replies that he knows of none available for study proposals but there are grants available for actual construction of the Trails. 
· J. Lopez will get back to us with further information for our next meeting.
· Ponds Testing
· A revised proposal from the ConCom and Higgins Environmental - According to the latest proposal – A question of permitting (ConCom  plus DCR  plus Board of Health)
· Water quality analysis to UNH is proposed in the submittal. 
· Members ask about testing funds for Board of Health. Also mentioned  funding for Testing for the Highway Dept. for pond outfalls.
· Cost of proposal is 25,640.

· J. DiMento and G. Fowler report that the Town Administrator spoke to officials in Rowley and he was referred to the Harbormaster and Shellfish Commissioner.  Board of Selectmen appear to be willing to support this initiative. No additional CPC funding was being asked for at this time. More info may be available after the next Board of Selectman meeting.

· R. Bancroft- Funding asking for 5,000 to create a Tree Planting and Restoration Fund. Board members suggest possibly increasing the funding to 10,000 due to the high cost of tree purchases.
