There are some additional drainage costs (approx 2000.00) that need to be addressed
Most of the current request will be for the Bathroom upgrade.

State law requires bathrooms for children’s use in this facility.
The original estimates made years ago under Art 29(F) ATM 5-7-12 were made using residential cost estimates for the Bathroom (this should have been a commercial estimate.) 

The steps to the Waterfront are done.

The culvert part of the project is done.(only requiring handrails to be installed.)

$60,000.00 is the request to complete the entire project. (Mostly for plumbing and electrical—these must be bid municipally bid. )
This should complete the project that was originally approved as  Art 33(C) ATM 5-2-11 (CP_app_073 - $65,000) which then was supplemented in last year’s cycle by Art 29(F) ATM 5-7-12 (CP_app_086 - $10,000).
