· Additional info/revision received on MHC Inventory project:

The Historical Commission’s MHC Inventory project original cost estimate was for $10,000. The Chairman of the Historical Commission has asked for the number to be increased to $15,000 in order to survey more houses than were originally requested. 
I. Wye states that she believes that the town’s position would be more advantageous if the CPC were to recommend $20,000 for this project, in order to do the inventory survey for more of the structures located in both of Local Historical Districts identified in the Town Master Plan. She states that his would increase the chance that the project would qualify for State Historical Grant monies, because the town would be showing a higher level of commitment to inventorying the Town’s Historical Structures. By leveraging the money for this project with the Grant, the town’s money will go further, and thus cost the town less in the future. 
The committee takes this into consideration.
