Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at: 7:40 pm

Regarding the access to map 16-lot 92 . The church owns map 10-lot 8. 

They are proposing to sell: an easement to the town to provide access to the map 16-lot 92 property; and the land surrounding the pond. The church wants to do some projects with the proceeds.

They want a new roof, new windows and a carpet.

Jason says total is 95 K 

The CP Committee considers this a good price to begin negotiations with. It is noted that the transaction, if approved by the voters, will be a sale of the property and the access rights. 

Steps moving forward will be:

The Church will ask the GAA to provide funding for them to retain an attorney to represent them.

They will stake out the property that they are intending to sell.

A surveyor will be hired to determine the lines of the lot to be sold and prepare the appropriate documents for the ANR submittal.

The Church will require a restriction that will run with the land: No organized sports activities will be allowed on Sundays until after 12 noon. It is mentioned that this could be written into the deed as well as included in the CR. 

Motion - J. DiMento moves to authorize the necessary funds from the sum appropriated for the GAA Land Search Funds to pay a survey of the proposed parcel of land to be sold including the easement and for legal costs; including the hiring of the lawyer, associated with the sale. This is contingent on approval from GAA to release the funds.

Moultrie moves that the CP committee takes the approximately $95k offer under advisement until the completed plot plan is received, with the understanding that the Committee authorizes the chairman to contract, as appropriate with an appraiser for the parcel once lot lines are determined.
