Steve describes the following Open Space Category Project Suggestions:

· Conservation Land Purchase Suggestion

· Map 11 lot 11 on the town’s assessor’s map

· 7.5 Acres
· This Passive Recreational purchase has been recommended unanimously by both the Conservation Commission and Open Space Comm.

· Would be the Northwestern Passive Recreational access to the Greenway and the recently purchased Martel and East Main St Active Recreational properties

· There is an easement on the land originally granted to Mass Electric (now National Grid)
· Owners of the land are: Richard and Bobbie Perley (husband and wife) and Joseph Muise and Michelle Muise (husband and wife)
· The owners (all in attendance with the exception of Michelle Muise) request info about the possible appraisers that would be used by the CPC to determine appraised value for purchase (Chairman will forward this info along with a purchase and Sale agreement to Steve P.)
· H. LaCortiglia states that he could not support having the CPC pay for an appraisal without first having a Purchase and Sale agreement signed by all parties stipulating that the appraised value will be the final purchase price.

· J. DiMento explains that in the past, the CPC has paid thousands of dollars for appraisals only to have the owners decide not to sell their properties for an appraised price that they felt was too low.  

· Owners will decide if they wish to sign a purchase and sale agreement once they see the agreement and the list of possible appraisers.

· H. LaCortiglia points out that appraisals take 6-8 weeks so, if the owners decide to move forward with the sale then the appraisal must be initiated by the end of February in order to be completed in time for Annual Town Meeting in May.
· Pentucket Pond Preservation Suggestion

· Bill Dudley, Chair of Pentucket Pond Committee explains that the invasive exotic plant, Fanwort (cabomba caroliniana) has once again become prevalent in Pentucket Pond.
· Two methods of control are explained: Chemical application of Sonar and a drawdown of the pond.

· Bill and the Conservation Commission are looking to possibly treat at the inlet of the pond (where the waters come from Rock Pond) subsequent to a drawdown of the pond at the appropriate time of the year.
· Sonar treatment (but not the drawdown) is the only control method permitted so far by NHESP and DEP.
· Asking for enough funding to be able to attain the proper permitting for both methods and provide the chemical treatment after the drawdown. 
· Steve and Bill will get back to the CPC with final projected costs and the amount that they will be requesting.
· Ponds’ Invasives Prevention Suggestion

· C. Shreder (Conservation Commission Chairman and CPC representative for the Commission) explains that the town spends a great deal of money for the treatment and control of invasive species in Pentucket Pond but there is no funding at all for Prevention Actions in Pentucket or Rock Pond. He presents an outline of a program that will be created to prevent the introduction of these species before they can be introduced into the ponds. He is very concerned that boaters could be bringing the invasives to the ponds. (the resurgence of Fanwort in Pentucket Pond is high in the area near the boat ramp and it is most prevalent along the inlet channel and  the adjacent edge of the marsh.)

· He distributes a written narrative entitled: A Great Ponds Environmental Protection Program
· Proposed funding is to be under the direction of the Harbormasters and the Conservation Commission
· Education, outreach and signage will be stressed
· Asking for $3 –5K  

· John Bell, Harbormaster of Rock Pond (in the audience) states that there are currently no invasives in Rock and he strongly supports this proposal.
