· Correspondence: New Life Community Church Letter  (Dated Jan. 23, 2009)
· The letter is duly received by the Committee and discussed later under Old Business
· C. Shreder asks the Committee if they would consider meeting on nights other than Tuesdays for the remainder of the winter due to a schedule conflict. 
· By consensus it is decided that the Chair will attempt to schedule the meetings on Monday evenings whenever possible until May.
· Old Business

· Project Reviews with Guests: 

· Camp Denison Adjacent Land Conservation Restriction Endowment 

· Steven Przyjemski, Conservation Commission Agent, explains the proposed endowment for the 9A 8f parcel, previously purchased by the Town with CPA funding (thus requiring a Conservation Restriction under Ch. 44B.) 

· The Endowment will be for $15 K and will be held by Essex County Greenbelt Association. 

· Pentucket and Rock Ponds Preservation 

· Steven Przyjemski, Conservation Commission Agent, explains the proposed project to preserve the ponds by implementing activities that will mitigate the pollution and nitrification from stormwater discharges.  
· Algae blooms are becoming more common because of nutrients from the stormwater discharges. 

· CHP Assistance Suggestion
· Martha Solish from Coastal Home Buyers Programs

Suggested project is a down payment assistance program (in the form of a grant using CPA Affordable Housing funds) for low and moderate income prospective homebuyers..
M. Solish explains that this would be similar to a program that is ongoing in
N. Andover.

These are called  “Jr. Mortgages” (actually a grant, unless the buyer sells the home within 10 years, in which case it would be treated as a loan and be required to be paid back to the town) that fill the gap for folks who cannot make the full mortgage commitment but would otherwise qualify for a mortgage by the lending institution.
Qualifiers would be those who are under 100% of Median income in the area.

The Committee asks about the possibility of these homes counting towards the town’s 10% Chapter 40 B requirement.
M. Solish explains that for a home to be included on the State Housing Inventory by the state’s Dept of Housing and Community Development, under this program the following would be necessary. 

To be included on SHI the following would be necessary: 

1. The home must have a 15 year rider on the deed

2. The Town would need to develop an Affirmative Housing Fair Marketing plan. 

3. The qualifier would need to be lowered to 80% of the median income in the area. 
Requested funding for the entire proposed project is $62,500 (for 5 homes)
Coastal Homes LLC, would administer the grant.   

· Park and Recreation Commission Land Acquisitions Project proposals
· J. DiMento informs the Committee of a meeting that was held with the Pastor and the Chairman of the New life Community Church’s Finance Committee, regarding the potential purchase of a portion of the Church land. (Assessor’s map 10 - lot 8) 

The letter received under Correspondence addresses that meeting and the terms that were discussed.

· The committee previously has received a letter, earlier in the year, from the owner of Assessor’s map 10 - lot 4 expressing his willingness to sell to the town. (Map 10-lot 8 and map 10- lot 4 are adjacent parcels located at the southern end of the proposed Recreational Greenway.)   

· J. DiMento also informs the Committee about the attempts to negotiate with the owners of the Map 16 lot 13 parcel, adjacent to the land purchased by the town for the northern access to the Recreational Greenway.
· H. LaCortiglia reminds the committee of the lengthy procedures required for getting appraisals of land. The time constraints imposed by the Town Warrant schedule are discussed. 
Motion by J. DiMento to authorize the Chairman to take any and all legal means to contract for the appraisals of the 3 parcels.
