 J. DiMento asks Joe about the original Town Hall fence. Some details are described.

· Larry Ogden, one of the owners of the 9A-8F parcel (7.89 acres): shows the committee some survey plans of the parcel. 

J. DiMento suggests that if the parcel were to be purchased, it should be deeded to the town in such a way that the parcel wouldn’t be restricted to only passive conservation use.

M. Gauthier reports that the ConCom supports the purchase as an addition to Camp Denison. He reports that the Concom believes that the parcel should be Passive Recreational use only.

· Bob Goodwin from the Camp Denison Committee: shows a plan that details where the 9A-8F parcel abuts Camp Denison.

Larry, when asked, states that he would be willing to enter into a purchase and sale agreement should the committee find it necessary to have an appraisal done. 

H. LaCortiglia states that he has asked the Town Administrator to find out if there is a price threshold below which the town is not required to have an appraisal done but rather, can use the Assessed value from the Town Assessor, in determining the maximum that the Town can pay for a particular parcel. The committee should have that answer by the next meeting.

· The Question of Land Use permitting board members ( i.e. ConCom or Planning Board ) who are on the CPC having a conflict of interest after they vote to recommend or not recommend CP projects to town meeting voters and then being in the position of voting on their respective boards regarding permits for the projects. Town council says there is no conflict of interest.

· Letter received from the Recreational Path Committee supporting the purchase of the 9A-8F parcel is read. (the parcel abuts the proposed Recreational Path as well as Camp Denison)
