· Bond Counsel Letter forwarded from Town Treasurer J. Cuomo
A letter has been forwarded from the Town Treasurer pointing out that Bond Counsel approves the CPA Bonds and that they are ready to go out for notice of sale.

G. Fowler adds that the Dec 2 Board of Selectman meeting will be an important night and that the bonds are to be joined together.
CPC members reiterate that they hope the Selectmen limit the duration of the Bonds to as short a period as possible.

· Email from Town Accountant Mary McMenemy Re: Grant Agreement for Art 27(E) ATM 5-6-13 (CP_app_095).

· The Town Accountant has related to the CPC that the reimbursements to the Historical Society cannot be paid without a Grant Agreement in place. Thisis discussed by the CPC. The Grant Agreement that was used and the Historical Restriction that is currently in place for the Brocklebank and the property is reviewed.

G. Fowler relates to the CPC that there has been a discussion by the Board of Selectmen regarding the CPC’s authorization of bills that are paid from CPA appropriations. He relates a Town Counsel Opinion from 2008 that notes there are several CPC Communities in the Commonwealth that similarly approve all authorizations to release CPA funds for individual bill payments.

The CPC discusses the process and is in agreement that the practice for the last decade has been a good one that has averted many misappropriations of CPA funding. The oversight that the process provides is necessary in order to achieve the mandate of the CP Act wherein CP Committees are required to approve all of their actions at Public Meetings and are also required to keep accurate records of the spending. CPC members agree that this process is a good one and is necessary to ensure the proper spending of the Town Meeting CPA appropriations.     .
