· FY 2013 CP-2 Form received from the Town Accountant
· CPC Members review the report

· Email from Steve Przyjemski, Conservation Commission Agent

· Steve P. and Vanessa Johnson from Essex County Greenbelt are in attendance to update the CPC with the latest news of the Bond for the Wheeler Brook Conservation Restriction. 
· Steve explains that the ConCom has signed off on the CR.. However, the bond to pay the $150,000 to the landowner is taking longer to acquire than expected. At this point he doesn’t know of the timeline for the money to be received by the town. Vanessa is concerned that the option for the CR is only good until the end of the year and the landowner might not want to renew the option if this isn’t completed this calendar year.
· G. Fowler asks Steve how the Bond and actual payment process works. Steve explains and will be sending the CPC a written explanation of the escrow procedure with all the details.  
· James DiMento asks why this has taken so long since the Town Meeting approved this over 6 months ago? Steve explains that this bond is combined with the Turf Project bond and that project has been delayed.

· Steve asks the CP Committee to release the funding this evening so that there are no further delays.
· It is explained that the Committee cannot sign the paperwork tonight because the funds are not available.

Motion by J. DiMento: To authorize the release of $150,000 for the CR as soon as the 




Committee is notified that the funding from the bond has been 




deposited into the CPC account.

Seconded by E. Davidson.

Motion Carries – unanimously 

· It is explained by the Chairman that the ministerial act of signing the paperwork can be done outside of a meeting now that the formal action of authorization has been voted by the board at a public meeting. 
· Project Suggestion Review:
· Union Cemetery Flagpole Restoration Suggestion
· Donald Cudmore, Georgetown Chief of Police states that he has seen the rehabilitation that was done at the Union Cemetery. He noticed that at the center of the cemetery the flagpole is bent and is not illuminated at nighttime. He is hoping that this could be rectified. The new flagpole could be period appropriate and rehabilitated. 
A quotation from a company that the town has used in the past is:

$700 – $1000 for a pole. 
Plus ornaments and a solar lighting package at $400.00. 
(Farley and Cross Flag Co. 265 Merrimack St Lawrence)
It is noted by CPC Members that a Management Plan for the cemetery was done previously using CPA funding – J. Davenport will get that from the Historical Commission for the members at a future meeting.

G. Fowler states that the Union Cemetery Management Plan was mentioned at a Selectman’s meeting recently and it is not currently known which entity of the town maintains the cemetery. He suggests that the selectmen could be consulted on this to help determine the best entity to oversee the project.
J. Davenport. notes that the Historical Commission needs to write a letter about this to verify the historical nature and significance of the Cemetery. 

CPC Members will continue to review this suggestion as information becomes available.

· . Project Suggestion Review:
· Pentucket Pond Fence Removal Project Suggestion Review
· Peter Durkee, Georgetown Highway Surveyor.

Peter gives the CPC a few details of the information that he has gathered regarding the removal of the fence and the installation of a guardrail. He thinks it would be good for the CPC to fund this since there’s no funding in the highway dept budget to install the appropriate safety mechanisms once the fence is removed. 

Estimates are:
675 ft of guardrail at 27 $ per linear foot. Installed. $18,225.00.

That is steel guardpost. He is against wood because the wood doesn’t stand up as well.
Two “Tangent End” guardrail ends to provide for pedestrian openings –
Two right hand ends and two lefts - $13,600 for the two pair of ends. 
Estimated for removal is the cost of police details and fuel. This adds $10K to the other costs. 
Additionally Permitting and engineering costs could run as high as $20K 

For a total of approximately $62,000 at this point.

E. Dobie asks if this is, in Peter’s opinion, a good expenditure for the town. Peter replies, Yes, if CPA funds are used. 

When asked if this is necessary he replies that he believes it is necessary.

Peter states that the State would look at this to determine if a guardrail is necessary if the fence is removed. A letter needs to come from the BOS to State District 4 DOT asking for the opinion.
There are pedestrian safety concerns raised by the members of the audience in support of the fence removal.

An audience member mentions that this is a quality of life issue about restoring the access to the pond as well as preserving the Scenic Vista, thus well worth the cost.
Many citizens express that this needs to be done.

It is mentioned that a number of animals turtles and duck s are being harmed.

CPC Members will continue to review this  suggestion as further information becomes available.
