Historic Category
· Camp Denison Historic Preservation of the Lodge and surrounding area.
· Camp Denison ADA Cabin sanitary facility upgrade

· Camp Denison Erosion Control

Committee notes that the 3 suggestions submitted by Bob Morehouse on behalf of the Camp Denison Committee are duly received. 
C. Shreder asks if the Camp is officially considered historic by the Historical Commission.
Ed DesJardins, Chairman of Georgetown Historical Commission (in the audience for another matter) and CPC Historic Representative, J. Davenport explain that Camp Denison has a rich historic past and is also shown on the Historic and Cultural Map of Georgetown. 

It is noted that while the preservation of the Camp falls under the Historical Category for CPA funding, the deeded management and control of the facility is the responsibility of the Conservation Commission.   
By unanimous consent the CPC would like the Camp Denison Committee to attend a meeting of the Conservation Commission as soon as possible to provide specifics of the three projects and potential cost estimates, permitting timelines, etc., to the Commission.  The Committee would then like to hear the recommendations from the Conservation Commission before proceeding further.

· Draft Grant Agreement for the Shoeshop Restoration Project (approved as Art 20(I) at the Annual Town Meeting of 5-4-09; referenced as CP_app_063) has been reviewed by Town Counsel and an Amendment to the Historical Restriction that was placed on the same property during the Brocklebank Restoration (Art 27(A) of ATM 5-5-08) has been provided by Town counsel to protect the Shoeshop. 

Steve Keene, the Historical Society Curator will provide the necessary contact information for inclusion into the Agreement, and will email that info to the CPC.
Steve asks that the page 2 of the Amendment be modified to reflect that Joe Knapp is no longer Treasurer of the Society. Steve on behalf of the Society wishes to replace that signature line with “Stephen W. Keene, Curator”. 

The CP Committee agrees that this should be done.
Motion by E. Davidson to forward the Grant Agreement to the Selectmen for their signatures with a positive recommendation from the CPC, as soon as the Amendment to the Historic Restriction is recorded at the Registry of Deeds by the Historical Society.
