· Finance and Advisory Committee Meeting on December 19th
· H. LaCortiglia asks the CPC members to try to attend the Fincom meeting scheduled for Dec 19th, 2007 to discuss the Financial Analysis that the Fincom wishes to review. He informs the CP committee that he will be unable to attend this meeting because of a conflict with a Planning Board meeting to be held at the same time. 
CP members express that they would like to have the Financial Data that the Fincom will be looking at. H. LaCortiglia relates that he would like it too and this report is being developed by the Town Accountant for the Fincom. He also relates that the Fincom Chairman has agreed to send it to him as soon as Fincom receives it. He will forward it to the CP committee members as soon as he receives it from the Fincom Chairman.   
· Active Recreational Land Purchase discussion
· The committee discusses the two Active Recreational Land purchase project suggestions received this year. Some members of the CP committee attended a walk of all of the proposed parcels this past weekend.

First discussed is the project proposing the purchase of the parcels (either individually or together) off of Carlton Drive (map 15 lot 46 and/or map 14 lot 10) the asking price of which is approximately $1.5 million per parcel. Members discuss that both of  these parcels are prime industrial lots and express that they are reluctant to acquire either of these for an Active Recreational use since there is a high potential that these parcels will be bring tax revenue to the town once finally developed for industrial use.
Members focus next on the Martel Way purchase proposal. (Map 16 lot 11F and map 16 lot 12) These parcels must both be purchased together to be useful, as lot 11F is the sole means of access to the parcel designated as lot 12. These parcels are assessed at approximately $205K and $50K respectively.  R. Talbot relates that the Open Space Committee held a meeting and reports that the OSC is in favor of the Martel Way properties for use as Active Recreation parcels in preference to the Carleton Drive properties for many of the same reasons that were being discussed by the CP committee. 
H. LaCortiglia points out that the Purchase and Sale agreements for any land purchase must be initiated as soon as possible as the timeline is very tight. He reminds the CP members that P&S agreements (which take 4-6 weeks) should be in hand prior to initiating the appraisals, (which themselves take 6-8 weeks) This is a long process and it 
must be begun tonight to allow for enough time to make the Annual Town Meeting warrant. 
Motion by J. DiMento to authorize Chairman to take any and all means necessary to initiate Purchase and Sale agreements with the owners of the 16-11F and 16-12 parcels (Martel Way)
