· Modification of Previously Received Project Suggestion:

· A project suggestion was received that proposed to remove the chain link fence at Town Hall / do window replacement/repair and provide for exterior painting

By consensus it is decided to add the repair and replacement of town hall windows and exterior painting to the suggestion submitted previously which proposed to only replace the fence.

Discussion of the chain link fence removal being very desirable to many people 

Ida Wye mentions a historic photograph she has seen that shows a fence that once surrounded Town Hall.  That fence was a split rail and had posts that appeared to be granite.

I. Wye will ask the Historic Commission to investigate the fence further. She will report back at a future meeting.

Discussion goes to the creation of a fund that could be used for the historic preservation of the town hall. Such a fund, if created by a single appropriation at town meeting, could provide for various smaller restoration projects at the Town Hall without the need for individual appropriations.

· Public Informational Meeting 

· H. LaCortiglia informs the Committee that the Vice- Chairman, L.Mammolette has agreed to create the advertisement for the Public Informational Meeting and see to the details of having the notice advertised in a newspaper for each of the two weeks prior to the Public Informational Meeting.

The date of the PIM was decided at the last regular meeting of the CPC to be held on February 27, 2007

· P&S Agreement and Appraisal of 9A-8F parcel

Motion by E. Davidson to authorize the Chairman to proceed with the Purchase and Sale agreement legal review and the signature gathering to finalize it.

Motion carries -- unanimous

Discussion that this does not presuppose the “Recommendation” of this project to the Town Meeting voters, but only is being taken so that should the committee decide to “recommend” the purchase, the paperwork will be in place. The purchase and sale was designed to allow the town to opt out of the purchase should the committee decide not to recommend.

Motion by E. Davidson to authorize the Chairman to solicit and execute an appraisal contract once P&S is finalized.

Motion carries -- unanimous

· Spreadsheet of project costs 

Discussion of a spreadsheet to be developed by the Chairman and emailed to the committee in the next few weeks that will help the committee members to calculate the effect to the fund that various projects will have. Members will be able to plug project costs into the sheet and see the resulting effect to the reserves and undesignated balances.

· J. DiMento mentions that Rowley is purchasing a 100 plus area of land for Active Recreation, Conservation, Historic Preservation, and Affordable-housing using their CPA funds. The price is 2.75 million. Discussion goes to Georgetown being able to do something similar (Conservation, Active Recreation, and an Affordable Housing component, but not the Historic component) with a parcel of land southwest of Rt 95 off of National Way. J. DiMento reports that this was mentioned at the meeting of the Board of Selectmen the previous night.

Motion by J. DiMento to adjourn.

Seconded by E. Davidson

Motion carries -- unanimous
