Housing Authority Emergency Shelter Suggestion
· Invited Guest: Diane Jodoin (Trestle Way Housing Authority Director)

To explain the project suggestion for the Housing Authority

Due to the power outage that happened last spring a need was noted that if there had been a generator at the Community Building the residents could have been housed and kept safe within the Trestle Way complex. However, the residents had to be transported to alternative locations. This was made difficult because of the mobility issues that many of the residents have.  
· Cost for the generator has been estimated at $30,000.00

· There are currently 126 residents in the Housing Authority Complex

· The generator is proposed to be run on propane and would be automatically start if the electricity at the complex were to fail.

Conservation Land Purchase Suggestion

Association.



Driftway Farms is the name of the parcel being proposed for purchase as 



conservation land. The parcel’s frontage is on Wells Avenue. This is a purchase 


deal that would be worked out in conjunction with Essex County Greenbelt 


Association (ECGB), a local Land Trust that has several holdings in the Town. 




Some of the parcel characteristics are: 

· endangered species habitat

· Abuts the rail trail




The public access to the parcel after purchase would be at the end of Wells 


Avenue. (A town accepted street 50 feet in width that runs from North St. to the 


Railway Right of Way) 



The town would be buying c. 32 acres of land



Estimated cost of the purchase would be $285K

Steve informs the CPC that he will be applying for a Self Help “Land Grant” from the State to reduce the cost of the purchase. This would be a reimbursement program that would be similar to the grant that was received for the Hampshire woods purchase (where the Town received $163K for the Hampshire woods purchase).

· Community Gardens ADA Parking Improvement Suggestion



The Community Gardens on Andover Street has a need for an ADA accessible 


parking area. All of the work will be done by the Highway Dept. to create the 


additional parking spots
· $5000.00 is the estimate for the material according to the Highway 
Dept.
· Bailey Woods Improvement Suggestion
Conservation Commission is looking to add ADA parking spots and improve the access to the Bailey Woods Conservation Area (Purchased under CPC by Article 17 of the Annual Town Meeting of 5-2-05) 
· Approx $5000.00 for labor and materials is estimated. All work to be done by the Highway Dept.
· It is mentioned that this project, due to its similarity with the Community Gardens ADA Parking Improvement Suggestion might be merged together in one warrant article if they both were to receive favorable recommendations from the CPC.
