· The Town Accountant has informed the CPC that a revised CP-2 Form has been submitted to the State. CPC Members are provided with a copy of the revised CP-2.
· Project Suggestion Review
· Wheeler Brook Farm Conservation Restriction
Steve Przyjemski, Town Conservation Agent and David Santomenna, Director of Land Conservation for Essex County Greenbelt Assoc. (ECGA). 

The Suggestion is for the town to purchase a perpetual Conservation Restriction for Wheeler Brook Farm.  This would consist of approx. 18 acres (the Farm plus part of a lot that abuts the farm). This is to purchase only the Conservation Restriction, not the land itself. Essentially the town would be buying the development rights of the land. This is called a Conservation Restriction but the intent is to make it an Agricultural Restriction.

The Wheeler Brook riparian area will be protected and the area will remain a privately held farm in perpetuity.
The value of the land before the restriction was determined in an appraisal done by Jim Catterton.of Walden Associates, Inc. 
(Steve presents the CPC with copies of the appraisal and the draft CR language.)
The “Highest and Best Use” according to this appraisal is $570,000. 
$484,000 is the development diminution value. 

David explains that the asking price of the CR was previously negotiated with the owner of the land by ECGA. The owner has agreed to $250,000.
ECGA will be responsible for $50,000.

The Town’s portion would be $200,000.
Steve states that he would be applying for a grant from the State’s EOEEA.

CPC’s Park and Rec Commission Representative asks if it would be possible under the proposed CR for the landowner to lease the southern, back field to Recreational groups for Recreational use. This is something that currently is possible with the land unrestricted.
David replies that this would be restricted by the currently drafted CR. It is stated that there would be no way for the owner use the back field for Active Recreation under the restriction even if a future owner wanted to do so. 
It is mentioned that the farm is currently under M.G.L Ch. 61. This greatly reduces the local property tax that the owner of the farm pays to the town. The Town under this program has 120 days to exercise its “Right of First Refusal” if the landowner chose to change the use of the land and sell the property for residential development. The Town could then purchase the land entirely.
Motion  by C. Shreder to have an independent appraisal done for the CPC.

Motion Carries -Unanimously
· Georgetown High School Lower Athletic Fields Rehabilitation
Jon Pingree and Mark Perry (from the Georgetown Athletic Association)  
Peter Spanos (Engineer from Gale Associates)

This proposal is to rehabilitate the High School lower field to be usable for all sports.
John and Mark explain that they have previously met with the Selectmen and the School Committee. Up until now since the subject land was not originally purchased with CPA funding, the proposal could not utilize CPA funds for rehabilitation..Recent changes made to M.G. L. ch.44B now allow the Town to use CPA funds for rehabilitation at this location. 

M.G. L. ch.44B now prohibits the use of funds for the installation of Artificial Turf. However, the GAA would be donating the turf and the cost of installation. 
The proposal asks that the Town use the CPA funds only to do the infrastructure of the field. Town Counsel has taken the position that the use of CPA funds is allowable for the site preparation here but not for the purchase and installation of the synthetic turf itself..

The request is estimated at 1 million. to 1.5 million.

The Engineer is asked to provide the CPC with a total package (less the turf fabric and installation costs) for a one time appropriation and also a Phased Cost Approach. (for possible appropriations over the course of 3 years.)
It is mentioned that the Board of Selectmen has appointed several members of the public to be in a newly formed Committee, the purpose of which is the implementation and management this project. 
· Pavilion at American Legion Park 

Julliette Rec, Richard Aberman, and Suzanne Caulfield (Park and Recreation Commission members)
This proposal is to install a Pavilion at the American Legion Park.

It would hold six tables beneath it and provide shelter for the seating. 
A floored surface (concrete or pavers) is proposed. This would make the area ADA accessible and manage any drainage issues.
One cost estimate is $23,500 (not inclusive of the flooring) 
Additional funding may be needed to provide for permitting and drainage improvements.

Julliett states that she will get more estimates in the coming weeks and forward them.
·      American Legion Park Playground Equipment Rehabilitation 

Julliette Rec, Richard Aberman, and Suzanne Caulfield (Park and Recreation Commission members)

This proposal would remove and replace the existing playground equipment at the American Legion Park. The current equipment is very old. There are two areas where the equipment is located. (Upper and lower area)

Juliette estimates that each area will cost $40K for removal and replacement, for a total of $80K. She states that she will get further estimates in the coming weeks and forward them. 
.
·      American Legion Park Building Addition

Jim DiMento (Chairman of the Park and Recreation Commission)

Jim explains that the Park needs to add an addition to the existing building currently there. This addition would be to house the tractor and sand sifter and additional maintenance equipment that are used for the upkeep of the park.

The estimate is $35K plus engineering and permitting costs.

Jim states that he will get further estimates in the coming weeks and forward them. 
·      American Legion Park Parking Lot

Jim DiMento (Chairman of the Park and Recreation Commission)

Jim points out the need to resurface the parking lot at the American Legion Park
This is a 250 X 100 foot area that is currently used for parking.
The estimated cost will be in the 43K to 50K range.

He states that he will get further estimates in the coming weeks and forward them
