· Lou Mammolette of Practical Infrastructure, LLC
Lou describes the E. Main Street Active Recreational project, in particular Phase 2, since Phase one has been previously reviewed and Annual Town Meeting of May 2011 appropriated funding for that Phase. 

J. DiMento. notes that this is only a portion of the larger Greenway Project which is not solely for Active Recreational purposes but for Passive Recreation and Conservation purposes, as well. 
The question is asked about the value of the lumber that needs to be cleared in the proposed location. No value has yet been established.

Lou explains all of the cost items in the estimate. He explains that these numbers are higher than they might be once the bids go out. He states that given the economy, this is a particularly good time to be doing a municipal project.
