· Letter from Historical Commission 
Letter asks about the timing of getting the H.Murch Park ready for Veteran’s Day this year. It also raises the question of how this can be done since even if the warrant article for Phase 2 (the Rehabilitation) were to pass at this annual Town meeting, the FY 2010 monies approved would still not be available until July. 

It is suggested that the Phase 2 monies for Harry Murch be incorporated into Phase one by placing a warrant article at the Special Town Meeting on May 4th (which will be held before the Annual Town Meeting later that night) making an amendment to the original Harry Murch Restoration article (Article 27(C) approved at the 5/5/08 ATM) asking to include the words “and Rehabilitation” to the original wording.

· Financial discussion of funding levels

Murch Park Restoration Project to the Historic Reserve Fund there will be a negative balance if all of the Historical Projects suggested this cycle were to be funded. The Committee would like the Historical Commission to prioritize the projects. Historical Commission will be written to and asked for their opinion of the projects’ urgency.
