· Project Suggestions reviews:
· Park and Rec Main St Facility Phase I  
Elizabeth Wade from the Georgetown Park and Recreation Commission asks the CPC to support this Phase 1 proposal and introduces the Engineer for the Project that has been engaged by the Park and Rec Commission, Lou Mammolette (from Practical Infrastructure LLC).  
Lou explains the aspects of Phase 1 to be implemented at the Town owned Recreational Land off of East Main Street purchased using CPC funding at the ’09 Town meeting. Lou also explains the greater concept of the overall Greenway reaching from the Town owned land on E. Main St to the Town owned properties at Martell Way.

The intent of Phase 1 is to:

Create a park; create trails; create access to the ponds on the property; create a dog park and a skate park; and to establish access and parking to the facility.
Roadway access to the land off of East Main Street will include utilities. Pipe chases will be installed for future electric, future lighting and water. 

The cost estimate is $398, 000 for Phase 1 (not inclusive of any fields; only for the skate park and dog park. Field creation is to be done during Phase 2)
C. Shreder asks about total costs of the whole project after all phases are complete.

Lou responds -- 3.5 million in the long run.

Dog park area as currently planned is 6,000 sq ft.

Lou points out that this is a good time to be bidding large projects such as this, as potential bidders are very competitive due to the economy.

From the audience support for the Skate Park is expressed.
· GAA_Turf_Suggestion –w/ Jon Pingree and Mark Perry from the GAA

The Engineer for Gale associates, Arsen Hambardzumian, retained by the Georgetown Athletic Association, explains the project to replace the natural turf field at the High School with a Synthetic turf field so as to increase the amount of field use time that the field could sustain.
He describes a field design that would be implemented allowing football, soccer, lacrosse, and baseball. The baseball field is overlaid upon the football / soccer / lacrosse field.
He also describes the proposed underlayment of the drainage system beneath the field which is the key to allowing greater use. Currently the field is flooded during rainstorms and is unusable for long periods of time. 
The design will require retaining walls to be installed. The design shown is proposing bleachers and a portable pitchers mound. 
This project is described as a partnership with the Town. Where CPA funding could pay for the site development and the GAA would provide the funding to buy and install the
synthetic turf carpet. GAA would be paying off the costs of the carpet over the lifetime of the turf and setting up an escrow account that would allow for the replacement of the carpet once it needed to be replaced.

$1.2 million is the total CPA portion of the projected costs, not inclusive of the carpet.
The question of the legality of doing this project whereas the school land it is proposed to be on was not purchased using CPA funds. This is currently not allowed today under Ch. 44B. However, the legislature is considering a bill (S.B 90 ) which would allow CPA appropriations to pay for improvements to Town Lands not previously purchased with CPA funding. 
The CPC recommends to the GAA that they come back during next years cycle (the FY 2013 round) and bring this proposal before the Committee again, at a time when SB 90 might be enacted.
