· Project Reviews:

· Perley Historic Preservation and Restoration, Georgetown School Superintendent, Carol Jacobs in attendance
Carol mentions the letter (see correspondence below) from New England Landmarks noting that this building is on the Mass Historical register. 

I. Wye mentions that Preservation Mass has both consultants as well as contractors that could help her develop a scope of work.




Carol is asked to provide cost estimates for all of the desired activities. 

· Affordable Housing Trust Grant, Georgetown Affordable Housing Trust Chairman, Charles Waters; Tim Gerraughty, Trustee; Phil Trapani, Trustee

Charles explains the history of the Trust and provides a handout of information about the Trust along with a copy of the recorded Trust Declaration. The handout also contains examples of what Trusts in other communities have done with CPA monies.

Asking for $ 30K for a Housing Production Plan that will be professionally prepared and $100K for working monies to be used for activities consistent with the Trust Declaration’s stated Goals and Purposes.

Paul states that this suggestion is equivalent to the Affordable Housing Trust’s proposal to have a Housing Production Plan created by the Town and supports the furtherance of the Trust’s effort to this effect. The suggestion is merged with the Trust’s project (see above).

· Comprehensive Conditions Assessment contract for Historic Town Hall Restoration and Rehabilitation is ready to be signed by Selectmen.

I. Wye points out that this has been delayed since last year. (Approved by town meeting in May of 2009) Now a qualified Engineering Firm has been located and the project can begin.
