· Paul and James have examined Historical Restrictions and Sec. of Interior Standards to provide the CPC with more information
· Summary is that I t seems best not to move forward on this project at this time, ii part due to the question of what will be happening to the building in the future.

· James reports that the HC is in general support of the overall idea of preserving the building however, they will be having a Determination of Significance Hearing (March 18th) for a Demo permit that the owner has applied for.

· A Historical Restriction would need to be drafted which would specify the elements of the building(s) that the Historical Commission would like to see preserved.

· It seems that this will mean there will be no time to move this project forward before Town Meeting.  Members are receptive to the idea that this project could possibly be recommended at the Special Town Meeting usually held in the fall.  
· Email from J. DiMento RE: East Main St. Park Bid

· Project at E. Main was bid. J. DiMento presents the lowest bid 498,061 . There is currently only about 460K in the account so there is not enough money to award the bid.

· The Park and Rec will decide their next meeting if they will rebid (with some elements removed). Their meeting is on March 11th.
· The original request for 124K made for this cycle may need to be changed to 160K
· J. DiMento will provide more information after the Park and Rec meets on the 11th.
