· Issue of Remote Participation

· It is announced that the Conservation Commission and Planning Board have contracted with Brown Walker Planners, Inc. of Newburyport to update the Town’s expired OSRP

· The mapping component of the updated plan will be done by Merrimack Valley Planning Commission

· Project Review Follow-up:
· Middle/ High School Field Turf Project

STA Committee Representatives have been invited to examine the advantages, disadvantages, benefits and costs of the following options:

1. Bonding the full project at this year's ATM (estimated at $1.4. Million)
2. Phased funding with design and permitting costs in year one, with bonding in year two for the remainder (Phased estimates have been previously received by CPC)
3. Phased funding estimates with a reduced scope by eliminating the overlaid baseball diamond element. (Estimates to be provided at the meeting)
4. Phased funding estimates of a regulation sized Lacrosse field without an overlaid baseball diamond element.(These estimates are to be provided at the meeting if it is possible to fit such a field.)
Jon Pingree Chairman of the STA Committee and Mark Perry, Treasurer of the STA Committee, relate the benefits of the full plan inclusive of the baseball diamond.
The Synthetic Turf Advisory Committee Feb 2013 Report is presented to the CPC. The document is distributed.

It is asked how much of a savings would occur if the baseball diamond was eliminated from the plan.

Mark Perry states that by eliminating the baseball field the project would save a quarter of a million dollars but notes that the field is needed due to the shortage of baseball fields. 

Jon speaking as Chairman of the Georgetown Athletic Association (GAA) states that removing the baseball diamond is a non starter for the GAA and reiterates that the baseball field with lighting is needed. 

Sandy Gerraughty from the Finance Advisory Committee relates that the Finance and Advisory Committee looked at this and they believe that the full scale plan inclusive of the baseball field is a good idea. 
Jon states that upgrading this facility would result in a 5 to 1 use increase for the use of the lower fields.
Dan Meyers (attendee from the audience) relates his safety concerns of the condition of the existing field.
Justin Spurr, (Coach of the high School Varsity Baseball) states that the existing field frequently needs to have water pumped off to be useable. He notes that the rehabilitation would help to relieve liability issues for the Town.
Maureen Cannon (Lacrosse Coach) relates that because the children get bumped off of the lower field when it is determined that it is unusable, the lacrosse team doesn’t know where the practice will be on a day to day basis. Also it effects other teams’ practices since the lacross team has to in turn bump other teams’practices when they relocate to another field.
Phil Trapani (Selectman) asks about the bonding and the financial aspect of the GAA’s involvement.
It is explained that it will be a contractual agreement with the Town and the GAA. The GAA will purchase and install the material and then set aside an amount of money each year to replace the material in15 years.

The CPC thanks everyone that attended and provided information and comments.

· An additional flagpole at Harry Murch Park has been requested of the Historical Commission 
Jeff  Lamoureaux, Chairmanof the Historical Commission explains that the Historical Commission has been asked by a Veterena’s organization to add a Merchant Marine Flag to Harry Murch Park. 
CPC Members discuss the Rehabilitation Plan that was approved by the Town Meeting for Harry Murch Park.

The design plan specified in the Warrant Article shows five flagpoles (plus the American Flag) for the various branches of the Military Service. An additional flagpole was not included in the plan. This deviates too greatly to be paid for with the CPA appropriation that was voted by Town Meeting. 
· Tree replacement at Harry Murch Park
The Historical Commission would like to use the funding from the appropriation voted at the Annual Town Meeting held on 5-5-08 (Art 27(C) –Cp_app_047) to replace a tree that is showing signs of disease in the park.

CPC members discuss the new definition of Maintenance in the amended CP Act. 

Motion by P. Nelson that the tree replacement would be maintenance and thus not an allowed use of CPA funds for this purpose. 
Seconded by C. Shreder

· An notification from Steve Pryjimskey, Conservation Commission Agent has been received regarding the Wheeler Brook Farm CR Suggestion. The original request was for 200,000. The funding request has now been reduced to $150,000

Motion by J. Dimento to return the remaining unused funds from CP_app_047 - Harry Murch Park Restoration (appropriation voted by Art 27(C) at the Annual Town Meeting held on 5-5-08 ) to the CPA Historical Reserve.
