· Report of Finance and Advisory votes re: CPC Recommendations to Town Meeting

H. LaCortiglia reports that all of the CPC recommended warrant articles were voted upon favorably by Finance and Advisory Board for approval at town meeting.

· Discussion of the town meeting. This year all of the CP projects and recommended reservations are being presented to the voters as a single warrant article. Discussion of the consent calendar format, in general, ensues. 
· Articles on the Town Meeting warrant that were not presented/reviewed by the by the CPC but could possibly be CPC related :

Article 20: Town Hall Chimney

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate or transfer from available

funds the sum of $25,000 for the repair of one of the chimneys at Town 

Hall. 

The committee discusses recommending the use of CP monies to fund this appropriation.   

The Town Hall is on the Historic Register so it is an approvable use of funds

Concerns are raised regarding the lack of detailed review time and if this consideration is outside of the committee’s own established procedures regarding the standard review process. 
Motion by J. DiMento to consider this an emergency project (waiving the standard review procedures)

Seconded by E. Davidson

Motion carries - unanimous
Motion by J. DiMento to recommend to town meeting voters to allow funding of Article 20 (Town Hall Chimney) from CP undesignated funds provided that any funds from this appropriation remaining unspent after a period of three years from the date of approval thereof shall be returned to the Historic Reserve Fund only after a vote by the Community Preservation Committee determining that it is unlikely that such expenditures from the remaining appropriated funds will need to be spent to this effect
