· Status of 10-4 & 10-8 parcel purchases: (J. DiMento)

· Purchase and Sale Agreements status

· The Church (10- 8 parcel )agreement  has been signed by Church Reps 

J. Dimento says there is one issue remaining: 
A no cut zone for the driveway needs to be drawn on the plan. 
Motion by J. DiMento to have the CPC pay for the modification to the plan showing the no cut zone that is referenced in the P& S

Seconded by R. Talbot
Motion carries – 5-1
· Map 10 lot 4 P & S agreement was sent by Town Counsel at 4:45pm today
· Members are viewing for the first time. R. Talbot asks how many acres are being conveyed. J. Dimento states approximately 14 acres.

C. Shreder reports that the Conservation Agent, S. Przyjemski walked the property with Mr. Toleman today and did not see any issues, but did see a pipe on an adjacent parcel that is withdrawing water

J. DiMento explains that this is not on the land that is proposed to be purchased.

CPC members have some concerns with the final wording of the agreement 

· There seems to be a problem in the wording in the 4th line of paragraph 2.15 (b). The words “seller” and “buyer” are transposed.
· The reference to parcel “2” in the legal description of the land should be parcel ”Z”.
· In paragraph 2.15 (g) The wording for phase one site assessment should be for the sellers retained land as well as the premises to be conveyed.

After a discussion of the Phase One Site Assessment, Mr. Toleman, from the audience states that he no longer wishes to sell his land. He leaves the room.
Motion by J. DiMento to recommend and deliver the 10-8 P&S to the Selectmen on Monday with the acknowledgement of the New Life Community Church that the 10 – 4  purchase negotiations have stalled.

Seconded by C. Shreder
Motion carries – unanimously

· Decision regarding Recreational land purchase Warrant Article recommendation for moving forward. 

Motion by J. DiMento to send the 10-4 P&S to Town counsel for the 3 modifications mentioned earlier in the event that the seller might reconsider.

Seconded by C. Shreder
Motion carries – unanimously
Motion by J. DiMento that if the 10-4 P&S is returned from town counsel in a corrected and acceptable form and is signed by the seller by this Saturday, CPC will deliver the signed P&S to the Selectmen on Monday and request that they sign the P&S.

Seconded by C. Shreder
Motion carries – unanimously
· It is noted that the Warrant Article “E” must have corrected wording in order to describe the lands, etc.
By unanimous consent it is decided to have J. DiMento ask Town counsel to craft the motion for Article E for Monday since there is a possibility it might be needed should both P&S agreements be signed by the Selectmen on Monday evening. It is also decided that J. DiMento will make the motion on Town meeting floor for this article since due to the accelerated timing of this, he will get the motion from Town Counsel first. 
· Wording for motion of H. Murch Article for Special Town Meeting 




Two versions of the motion for this have been received by the CPC. (either are 


legally acceptable)
Motion by C. Shreder to use the second of the motions from Town Counsel. 
Seconded by J. DiMento
Motion carries – unanimously
