· Reports from CPC representatives regarding ongoing projects

Park and Rec Projects updates:

J. DiMento reports that the Tennis courts the American Legion Park are now installed. 

He also reports that the ADA Bathrooms Project at the American Legion Park will be started in a month but the Concerts in the Park are being held there now. The Park and Rec Commission will be meeting this week to decide on when to begin the project. They might want to wait until the concert series is done before closing the bathrooms for renovation.

No report from E. Davidson on the roofs replacement at Trestle Way. She will update the Committee at the next meeting.
C. Shreder reports that the Whole Pond treatment of Pentucket Pond to control the Fanwort was done recently. Also reports that the purchase of the 9A-8F parcel (adjacent to Camp Denison) will be finalized on July 19th. 
Ida reports that the fence at Union Cemetery is ongoing and that the RFP for the last section of the fence was scheduled to be sent out within ten days of last week. 
The Town report project to Restore Annual Report incl. the update of the Zoning Bylaws --- Historic Commission reports that Steve Delaney has taken this in hand, and is making arrangements to move ahead. This project has been transferred to Steve Delaney by the Historical Commission.

Harry Murch Park:  consultants are being considered. (They were referred to the Hist. Comm by Mass. Hist. Commission) The Historical Commission is presently contacting consultants who specialize in Historic Parks.
Historic Markers Project --- Historical Society will be gathering material 

( Photos & Text )so they can move ahead. Joe Knapp from the Historical Society tells us that they are contacting a firm that specializes in these type of vandal proof signs.
Preservation / Management Plan for Union Cemetery --- the Hist. Comm is contacting consultants that specialize in Historic Cemeteries with recommendations from Preservation Massachusetts.
