Elizabeth Wade Presents the Tennis Park Facility at the American Legion Park Project


Total cost projection (as of this meeting) is 89,000$

The proposal is for new facility consisting of 2 tennis courts, fencing, foundation work, etc.

A question of ADA accessibility is asked  --Elizabeth will ask the engineer about it.

The CPC discusses the question of bringing this, or any project proposal to Special Fall Town Meeting this year, in that so many other project proponents have been previously told that the committee would not be doing so. 

Given the amount of time necessary to contact project proponents, create the warrant articles, advertise the projects, and present the projects at a Public Informational Meeting members express concern that given the short amount of time before the 17th of October, there will simply not be enough time to accomplish everything that needs to be done

 The Committee will not be bring any articles to this year’s Fall Town meeting, but the committee does not exclude the possibility that it may decide to bring warrants to Fall Town Meetings in future years.

Heather Hartford is here to tell us about a vision that falls under the Recreational Lands category.

The installation of a new multi-purpose recreational facility consisting a synthetic turf field for soccer, lacrosse, track and field – 6 lane running track—3 tennis courts, two basketball courts –softball courts—and more--this would be located on the existing municipally owned land at the Middle/High School upper fields.

She will be going to the Selectmen asking them to appoint a committee to make this vision a reality.

She will be meeting soon with the School Committee, and has already spoken to the Park and Rec and the GAA. 

J. Moultrie mentions the need for greater parking in the area.

ADA accessibility question is also mentioned.

Heather will be submitting a suggestion form and details about the project in the near future.

William Dudley, Chairman of the Pentucket Pond Committee speaks to us about the Fanwort Project – the pond has been given 3 partial treatments of Floridone and it is taking effect on the fanwort.

He questions how much money is remaining in the fund from the original $45K appropriation.

The Committee will need to consult with the Town accountant for an exact figure.

Natural Heritage Endangered Species Program is asking for a study of the bridal shriner before they give a “whole Pond Treatment” approval for next year. 

Bill will be submitting a suggestion form soon asking for more funding after talking to the Town Accountant and determining the amount needed to perform a whole pond Treatment less the amount that is currently remaining. In the event that the amount determined is not actually required by next spring because NHESP will not condone a Whole Pond Treatment, then the amount requested can be amended on the town meeting floor.
