Business

· Annual Public Informational meeting 

  The members were updated on the status of public notice and it was explained that the auditorium at the middle/high school is reserved.

· Warrant Articles: further review of the articles submitted in draft form to S.Deleaney on January 26th
L. Mammolette informs the members that the Affordable Housing Task Force, which he is the representative of, does not support the Rebuilding Together project on the basis that the proposed project is redundant to the AHTF’s current plan for the Town. AHTF also wishes to ensure that Community Housing reserves are held in reserve for a future project.

Motion is made by L. Mammolette; seconded by  E. Fiasconaro, 

to withdraw the Rebuilding Together project from the draft warrant and to adjust the reserve article on the draft warrant to reflect the full 10 percent set aside.

· 2003 Historic Project update:

Members were updated as to the status of the Timelines, Inc., 2003ATM approved Historic Project wherein 26 local properties and the Brocklebank Museum are being registered with the Mass Historic Commission.

· Guest Speakers/ 

Bill Dudley from the Pentucket Pond Advisory Committee:

Explains about the fanwort problem in Pentucket Pond. An invasive weed has invaded the Pond. Something must be done quickly to control this infestation or the pond will eutrophy, and the accumulated biomass will deplete the pond of dissolved oxygen, thus killing all the fish. Expresses the need to act quickly in the permitting process though the Conservation Commission and the survey of the pond by Aquatic Control Technologies. If survey and permitting process waits until after Annual Town Meeting there will not be sufficient time to treat the pond in 2004. This would cause the infestation to multiply exponentially by 2005 and thus increase the cost, complexity and extent of the management of the exotic invasive weed . Pentucket Pond is classified as a Great Pond in MA and contains rare species. This treatment is the only way to preserve and protect the pond at this time.

Presents a suggestion form to the Committee

Motion made by  H .LaCortiglia ,  seconded E. Fiasconaro to use up to $2500 of CP committee administrative funds to fund a study to have Aquatic Control Technologies, Inc., develop an RFQ, begin the survey of the pond and represent the Pond committee through the permitting process for the fanwart treatment of Pentucket Pond upon receipt of a written scope of services that will satisfy this motion

Motion approved: unanimous
Motion was made by  H. LaCortiglia,  seconded by A. Evangelista to place the project costing not to exceed $40000 on the draft warrant and adjust the Open Space category reserves as necessary to ensure a 10 percent set aside for that category

Chris Hopkins from Georgetown Athletic Association:

Explains that Map 16 lot 2 is the parcel being investigated for athletic fields (as per the 2003 ATM vote) by GAA . Looking for the release of funds for an appraisal. 

Motion made by A. Evangelista, seconded  by H.LaCortiglia to have Chris Hopkins and the Park and Rec. Chair establish communication with the parcel owner(s) and seek out a Purchase & Sale agreement that utilizes the same formula that was used in arriving at the final purchase price for the Hampshire Woods parcels, prior to release of funds for the appraisals.

E. Fiasconaro presents a project on the behalf of the Historic Commission.

The current chain link fence at Union Cemetery (identified on the Georgetown Historic and Cultural Resources Map as Key “C” ) is from the 60’s and is currently in an advanced state of disrepair. The project proposes to replace the current fence with period-appropriate wrought iron fence.

Motion was made by  H. LaCortiglia,  seconded by A. Evangelista to place the project costing not to exceed $22,000 on the warrant.
